57336 Client id in middleware ending with dash when apps provide empty string as clientidBug impact and solution description;On login when the apps provide an empty string (instead ofnull) as client ID, the facade uses the client ID ”open-xchange-mobile-api-facade-” against the mid-dleware. Note the dash at the end of the string. The client ID should be ”open-xchange-mobile-api-facade”.
OMFACADE-439 Handle possible null valueCoverity found a potential problem in null handling when parsing a response from a weakforceserver. We added a check for null and throw a proper error.
